• The data used in creating this table were from state, federal, and territorial law 

enforcement agencies submitting 12 months of complete offense data for 2006. 

• The FBI does not publish arson data unless it receives data from either the agency or 

the state for all 12 months of the calendar year. 

• When the FBI determines that an agency’s data collection methodology does not 

comply with national UCR guidelines, the figures for that agency’s offense(s) will not 

be included in the table, and the discrepancy will be explained in a footnote.
