Required Qualifications for Potential Applicants:

Those students who are selected to the WFO Volunteer Internship Program:

- Must be an undergraduate or graduate student attending a college or university in the Washington, D.C. metropolitan area.

- For undergraduate students, must be between their sophomore and senior years, attending a college or university. All students must be enrolled in a college or university, attending full-time or part-time.

- Must be attending a college or university that is accredited by one of the regional or national institutional associations recognized by the United States Secretary of Education.

- Must have a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) of a 3.0 or above on a 4.0 scale and be in good standing with their academic institution.

- Must be citizens of the United States.

- Must meet all FBI Employment Requirements, be able to pass an FBI Background Investigation, and receive a Top Secret Security Clearance.
