When law enforcement arrives:

® Remain calm and follow instructions.

® Drop items in your hands. (e.g., bags, jackets)
® Raise hands and spread fingers.

® Keep hands visible at all times.

* Avoid quick movements toward officers,
such as holding on to them for safety.

* Avoid pointing, screaming or yelling.

® Do not ask questions when evacuating.
Information to provide to 911 operators:
* Location of the active shooter.

 Number of shooters.

* Physical description of shooters.
* Number and type of weapons shooter has.
* Number of potential victims at location.
