Injuries, Deaths, and Hostages Taken 

 Acts of violence were committed during 333 of the 7,720 
robberies, burglaries, and larcenies which occurred during this  
12-month period. These acts included 88 instances involving the 
discharge of firearms, 212 instances involving assaults, one 
instance involving explosives, and 33 instances of hostage 
situations. (One or more acts of violence may occur during an 
incident.) These acts of violence resulted in 146 injuries, 20 
deaths, and 74 persons being taken hostage.
