The FBI is offering a reward of up to $10,000 for information leading to the identification and arrest of those responsible for
the arson.

DETAILS

The Federal Bureau of Investigation's (FBI) Los Angeles Field Office and the Los Angeles Police Department (LAPD) are seeking the public's
assistance in identifying an individual responsible for the burning of police vehicles in Los Angeles, California, on May 30, 2020.

On Saturday, May 30, 2020, the unknown suspect (and others not pictured) poured fire accelerant on a marked LAPD police vehicle, causing
the vehicle to burn.

The unknown suspect is described as a Hispanic or Middle Eastern female with a heavy-set build, approximately 5'5" to 5'8" tall. She wore a
black sleeveless shirt with a white emblem on the front, sunglasses, a black face mask, and a purple backpack. She may possibly have a
tattoo above her left elbow.
